The	Building	Managers	(Jones	Lang	LaSalle)	noGfied	users	on	18	March	2020	of	their	decision
to	close	the	end	of	trip	faciliGes	at	41	O’Connell	Terrace,	Bowen	Hills	in	order	to	limit	the
possibility	of	any	exposure	of	users	to	the	coronavirus	(SARS-CoV-2)	and	prevent	the	spread	of
COVID-19	infecGon.	The	Minister	has	been	informed	that	the	decision	was	reversed	by	the
building	owners	within	a	very	short	Gme	of	that	noGficaGon.
	
As	you	indicated,	the	choice	of	cycling	as	a	preferred	mode	of	transport	has	the	benefit	of
limiGng	close	contact	in	public	transport	thereby	reducing	the	risk	of	transmission	of	the
SARS-CoV-2	throughout	the	community.	I	trust	that	the	situaGon	was	resolved	to	the
saGsfacGon	of	members	of	the	Brisbane	CBD	BUG	and	that	they	have	been	able	to	conGnue
cycling	to	work.
